9. The public gave President Ma Ying-jeou’s performance a grade of 60.1 points and gave Premier Liu Chao-shiuan a grade of 57.5 points.

10. The five cabinet members given the highest satisfaction ratings were: Justice Minister Wang Ching-feng, Government Information Office Director Vanessa Shih, Governor of the Central Bank Perng Fainan, Transportation and Communications Minister Mao Chi-kuo, Economic Affairs Minister Yin Chi-ming, and Interior Minister Liao Liao-yi. 

11. 45% of the respondents stated that they thought that President Ma Ying-jeou’s administration had higher integrity than the former President Chen Shui-Bian’s administration. 

Note: This poll was conducted from August 17th to August 19th with 1,095 people over 20 years of age surveyed The margin of error associated with this sample is plus or minus 2.96 % with a 95 % confidence interval.
